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Abstract: The motivation of people working in healthcare is influenced by a variety of factors. In recent years, there
has been a growing trend where healthcare professionals are increasingly facing pressure—partly due to the internal
dynamics of the health system, and partly because of external social influences. Motivation is not simply a matter of
personal choice; rather, it is shaped by the working environment and the attitudes of patients, their families, and
society at large. The aim of this literature review is to outline the key driving forces that support healthcare workers’
commitment and sustained motivation. Especially after the COVID-19 pandemic, the topic has gained significant
attention. Based on 14 recent sources, including articles from PubMed and Google Scholar, the paper highlights
current trends and findings on the factors influencing motivation—despite pressure, increasing workload, and public
distrust. Both material incentives (such as income and job security) and non-material aspects (like professional
recognition, a sense of purpose, opportunities for development, and social respect) are examined. Notably, in many
cases, non-material elements have a stronger impact on internal engagement. Alongside these, several demotivating
factors stand out: burnout, excessive workload, negative public perceptions, and hostile media narratives. While
financial compensation is important, it is rarely the primary driver. For many, respect, a sense of contribution, team
spirit, and workplace security are more meaningful. When these are lacking, feelings of exhaustion and futility tend
to grow. Studies suggest that burnout often stems less from workload and more from the absence of support and
recognition. The discussion emphasizes the need for a system-level approach—from leadership strategies to broader
policy decisions. Organizational culture, management style, and inclusion in decision-making are shown to be
essential. A supportive work environment where every voice matters contributes to greater resilience. The paper also
discusses aspects such as affiliation with prestigious institutions, access to professional development, and the impact
of public image. Comparative data from different health systems confirm that professionals stay longer and perform
better where they feel they are part of something meaningful. In conclusion, while no single factor ensures long-term
motivation, a balanced combination of internal drive, supportive conditions, and societal respect appears to be the
most sustainable path. Caring for the person behind the profession is key to ensuring stability and quality in
healthcare..
